October Meeting Minutes

Business Meeting Notes:

- 26 people were in attendance.

- Treasurer Frank Schiermeier noted that total Chapter assets are $10,540.26, including $155.00 in the Academic Achievement Fund.

- Marvin Maddox, Chair of the Education and Outreach Committee, described several activities for consideration to aid in community involvement, including assisting with an “Environmental Education Center” planned for a Cary elementary school, and developing a link with high schools such as the North Carolina School of Science and Mathematics. 

- President Frank Schiermeier reopened the discussion on improving attendance at meetings.  Several suggestions were made, including inviting graduate students and varying meeting times and locations.

- Russell Philbrick, who is advising a group of students planning on presenting a poster at the AMS conference in Atlanta, suggested having the Chapter assist with the effort. 

Speaker Notes:

- Dr. Nicholas Meskhidze, Assistant Professor, Department of Marine, Earth, and Atmospheric Sciences, North Carolina State University, presented “Marine Biogeochemical Cycles: A Second Look at Aerosol-Cloud-Climate Feedbacks”.  

- Examined atmospheric aerosol deposition in the South Atlantic Ocean and its influence on biological activity.

- Described nature of high levels of marine isoprene emissions in a pristine environment.

- Looked at sea spray aerosol production, produced by bubble bursting, as a way to analyze marine primary organics.

- Presented results of a study of isoprene emissions on the United States West Coast.

- For better future understanding, increased study of pristine environments, more lab measurements, and the inclusion of marine sources of organic emissions, is needed.
