ABSTRACT:  

In these days of economic turmoil, much has been written on mitigating risk from the financial and trade disruption perspectives.  Often overlooked in the risk mitigation literature is the impact of natural disasters.  As management techniques become more advanced and global trade networks more sophisticated in dealing with trade disruptions, natural disasters become increasingly important as causes of perturbations.  This presentation looks at some considerations for researching the impact of natural disaster disruptions on supply chains for research currently underway.
