TOPIC:  Tales from VORTEX 2

 

ABSTRACT:  

From May 10 to June 13, 2009, Dr. Parker’s team from North Carolina State University, which included one faculty member and five students, deployed to the Great Plains for the second Verification of the Origins of Rotation in Tornadoes Experiment (VORTEX2). Their participation will continue from May 1 to June 15, 2010. The aim of this experiment is to help better understand how storms produce tornadoes and in what ways tornado forecasting can be improved. VORTEX2 is a multiple-university, multiple-agency field program that includes roughly 40 vehicles and 100 participants from around the country. Using four vehicles, the North Carolina State team launched weather balloons in order to measure the vertical profiles of temperature, humidity, and winds in the pre-storm and near-storm environments.  They were fully nomadic; in other words, day by day they travelled and stayed wherever supercells and tornadoes were expected in order to make their measurements.  In his presentation, Dr. Parker will review the techniques they use, show some data from a few of their notable successes in 2009, and tell a couple of "tales from the road".
